Sandra Brown’s

“One of Our Ain”
Award-winning author maintains her father’s guilt in Scotland’s longest running cold-case 

U.S. Premiere during Tartan Week: APRIL 8 – 18
For immediate release – Award-winning Scotswoman and bestselling author Sandra Brown takes to the stage at PS122 to perform her thought-provoking one-woman play about Scotland’s longest unsolved mystery: the cold case of Moira Anderson who at age 11 vanished from Coatbridge, Glasgow in 1957.  
Based on true events, One of our Ain is a powerful personal testimony.  Sandra Brown tells of growing up in Coatbridge in the 1950s, a community profoundly affected by the disappearance of a little girl, Moira Anderson.  Ms. Brown was 8 at the time; many years later she discovered that her father was a convicted pedophile.  Subsequent events led Ms. Brown to believe that her own father was responsible for the abduction and murder of Moira. Ms. Brown campaigned to bring her father to justice; her efforts reopened the case in the 90s but were thwarted when he died in 2006. She maintains his guilt to this day.  
Spiked with touches of typically Scottish humour to gut-wrenching revelations, One of Our Ain is the play based on Ms. Brown’s bestselling book “Where There Is Evil”.  The book reached #3 on the U.K. Sunday Times Bestseller List in 2006 and led to a hard-hitting BBC Channel 4 documentary watched by millions.  With the proceeds of her book, Sandra Brown set up the Moira Anderson Foundation in Moira’s memory; a charity to support survivors of sexual abuse in Scotland. To date, it has helped hundreds of people, including many children.  Ms. Brown was voted Runner Up Citizen of the Year by The Scotsman in 2001, and was awarded Scotswoman of the Year 2005, from Glasgow Evening Times readers. And in 2006, Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II presented Sandra Brown with the Order of the British Empire (OBE) for Services to Child Protection in Scotland. 

Sandra Brown, Moira’s two surviving sisters, and the people of Coatbridge hope that 2010 might bring the long-awaited closure to which Ms. Brown’s book and play have been dedicated.  In fact, closure may come during the show’s run at PS122, pending a sheriff’s grant to exhume a grave in Coatbridge this spring.  The townsfolk regard the little girl as one of their own, hence the play’s title, One of Our Ain. They wish to give Moira a Christian burial should her remains be found in the grave; but whatever the outcome, she will not be forgotten.  
This tour continues to make a difference and One of Our Ain will be featured during Tartan Week events when all things Scottish are celebrated in NYC – Ms. Brown’s favourite city outside of Edinburgh where she lives with her husband.

Biography: Sandra Brown OBE

A primary depute head teacher and head of childcare in a Further Education College, Sandra is nationally recognized in the UK due to her bestseller “Where There Is Evil” (Pan) on the disappearance of 11 year old Moira Anderson from Scotland in 1957. It has attracted several television documentaries, eg, Cutting Edge, Unsolved, Psychic Private Eyes. As a campaigner for children’s rights, Sandra has been interviewed widely by UK TV and radio broadcasters including Michael Buerk, Libby Purves, Esther Rantzen, and Scottish presenters Ruth Wishart, Kirsty Wark, and Catherine Devaney. 

Successful sales of Sandra’s book ensured the launch in 2000 of the Moira Anderson Foundation, a national charity that believes in “Tackling Child Abuse Together.” Its main aim is to support children and families affected by childhood sexual abuse. The 2006 update of Sandra’s book was in the Sunday Times top ten for many weeks and sold over 100,000 copies within 6 months, reaching No 1 in Tesco Lists. Translations for other countries include Scandinavia, the Netherlands, Belgium, and Germany. It won the UK Best Magazine’s Readers Book We Could Not Put Down award.

Sandra has 40 years experience in teaching and training. She has a Masters in Education, and was honoured by the Open University in 2007 for outstanding contribution as a global ambassador. She runs her own company Potential Plus delivering workshops and seminars, and is in great demand as a public speaker.  Her Majesty the Queen presented Sandra with the OBE for Services to Child Protection in Scotland in 2006. She was voted Runner Up Citizen of the Year by The Scotsman 2001, was awarded Scotswoman of the Year 2005, from Glasgow Evening Times readers. 
One of our Ain premiered at Soho Theatre, London, and has performed at venues including Airdrie Arts Centre, OranMor, Glasgow, Ian Bannan Theatre, Coatbridge, Smirnoff Underbelly, Edinburgh Festival Fringe, Manchester’s Lowry Theatre; the Scottish Tour in 2009 included the Island of Arran.
